
Scottsboro. H is father, DeKalb, and two brothers, Albin and Elias
who were graduates of Vanderbilt School of Medicine, Nashville,
Tennessee, were al l medical doctors. They practiced in New Mar‑
ket and earned distinction in their profession. D r. DeKalb Lip‑
scomb was born in Hartsville, Trousdale County, Tennessee in
1816. He grew up in Hartsville and received his degree in medicine
from the old University of Nashville at Nashville. He married Mol‑
l ie Wellborn of Hazel Green, Alabama, and they lived in New Mar‑
ket where they raised their seven children, four daughters and
three sons. They were Anna ( M r s . Robert P. Strong), Dr. Elias
DeKalb, James Oldham, Dr. Albin W., Jennie ( M r s . Solon Rice),
Mary (Mrs . Stephen Lee Stone), and Estelle Mrs. George Bennett).

In December 1891, James Oldham Lipscomb married Eleanor
Edna (El len) Hambrick ( b o r n August 2, 1868 - died Apri l 19, 1962).
Ellen was also a native of New Market and w a s a graduate of
Mary Sharp College in Winchester, Tennessee. Today there is a
historical marker in the t o w n denoting where the college was
located. Ellen’s parents were Alfred and Sophronia Harrison Darn‑
aby Hambrick. J im and Ellen’s only child, James Hambrick Little‑
ton Lipscomb, was born September 17, 1892 and died May 31,
1937. He married Bessie Laura (Bess) Moody ( b o r n September 9,
1896 - died December 7, 1962) on September 15, 1921. They were
the parents of two daughters, Virginia Winifred (born September
7, 1922) and Marie Edna (born August 27, 1925).

As a young m a n in the mid 1880's, James O. Lipscomb came to
Scottsboro to work as a druggist for Mr. W. H. Payne. At that time,
druggist compounded their medicine wi th a mor ta r and pestle. Vir‑
ginia, his granddaughter, remembers his thumb nail being so flat
because of this procedure. He was employed at Payne’s Drug Store
for forty years and was known as Dr. Lipscomb by many residents
in Scottsboro and throughout Jackson County. Many of them came
to him for their minor aches and pains. He took a personal interest
in every illness of a patron and had pride in their recovery. As his
health began to fail, he quit the drug store and looked after other
business interests he had. When his son, Jim, died he came back
actively into business and assumed management of the Lipscomb
Seed and Feed business aslong as his health permitted.

Dr. Lipscomb w a s a good businessman and highly respected.
Through the many years of contact wi th the public, he neve r lost
the warmth of good fellowship and w a s liked by al l ‐ both young
and old. He loved Scottsboro and Jackson County and w a s a con‑
tinuous booster for progress.

In 1953, while at home and working during summer vacation, I
met my future husband, Ralph Mackey.

He
attended area schools and received a degree in mechanicalengineer‑
i n g from Michigan College of Min ingand Technology ( n o w Michigan
Technological University) in nearby Houghton.

D r.Will iam Caswell Maples
Dr. William Caswell Maples was born in 1859 in Madison Coun‑

t y. He married a Miss Starkey of Jackson County in 1889 and
resided at Bellefont, later made the move to Scottsboro. Dr.
Maples had graduated Cum Laude from the medical department of
the university of Tennessee. He later did post graduate work at
the New Orleans Polyclinic in 1893 and again in 1901.

In the Maples home there were seven children: two girls, Ann
and Wil l and five boys, Emmett, Jack, John, Houston and Jim.

- Doctor Maples w a s a serious m a n and was not v e r y strict. He
would talk to his children instead of whipping them. Mrs. Maples
did the whipping and was “the Boss”, in the family. However, D r.
Maples felt an education was most important, he sat down and
helped each of the children. A l l seven wen t to college.

D r. Map les could always be s e e n wear ing a su i t , even in

Summer. H is home was near the Harris Livery Stables where he
kept his two horses. The house sat at the end of Market Street,
nea r the t ra i n depot. The doctor would r ide the t r a i n to vis i t
patients who l ived too far out for h i m to ride his horse. When
crossing the river, he would use the ferries which were propelled
by oars and sometimes by one man.

The Doctors office was located where Wales Jewelry is today.
Folks came by horse-back and mule to town to get the Doctor in
those days. Usually, there was a message at one house that some‑
o n e on the n e x t farm needed him. A person need not have the
meansto pay him, his first interest was treating the illness of his
patient.

He wasa very charitable m a n and it w a s said that no one need‑
ing medical care ever failed to receive it from Doctor Maples. He
w a s pretty well self-reliant, as he did all his office work such as fil‑
ing and keeping a l l his o w n records, as he had no secretary. He
read and kept up on a l l the current Medical journals. The journals
were a good m e a n s of gaining knowledge of a n y new disease and
treatments.

Although Dr. Maples wrote many prescriptions, he always car‑
ried medicines with him at al l times, in order to t reat patients in
their homes. During this period there w a s no hospital in Scotts‑
boro. Surgery patients were sent to Nashville, Tennessee. He did
set broken bones, but did it wi th wooden sticks instead of metal, as
used n o w. He w a s also known for taking care of the wounded from
the “Shoot Outs”, on the court house square.

Some common diseases of the time were Typhoid, Malaria and
Tuberculosis. There was often Malaria epidemics, sometimes the
Dr. would beout treating patients, a l l night. His interest in malar‑
ia was evidenced by a paper he wrote about the disease. The Amer‑
ican Medical Association requested he read it before them. In the
paper he explained how Quinine stopped the chills of Malaria.

Doctor Maples’ reputation was not confined to Jackson County.
He was recognized by the state medical society as one of the most
outstanding physicians of the profession, and in 1890 was elected a
counselor. He believed in that profession and let nothing stand
betweenhimself and the practice of healing.

Dr. Maples was also interested in civic matters and w a s a m e m ‑
ber of the Scottsboro Town Council for five years. He was county
Health officer for two terms. He w a s honest in his medical prac‑
tice, civic duties and l i fe as well. He is remembered in Jackson
County as a physician of neve r ending patience who p u t the health
and well being of others before himselfand his o w n interests. Sub‑

Rona died 18 Dec. 1915 and John died of tuberculosis 10 days
later in Scottsboro, just before their last child’s second birthday,
and are buried in the Matthew's plot in the Old Baptist Cemetery
in Hollywood.

Eighteen year old Leola had thrus t u p o n her the awesome
responsibility of completing the task of rais ing six younger sib‑
lings, and she did a commendable job of i t .

Two sisters died of tuberculosis, and two became schoolteachers,
Eunice and Hazel graduated from Alabama College for Women
( M o n t e v a l l o ) and Hazel obtained her Masters from George
PeabodyCollege. Eunice owned and operated the Cinderella Beau‑
ty Shop on the north side of the Square in Scottsboro for several
years, and taught home economics in Skyline and Princeton, ret i r ‑
ing from teaching about 1971. Hazel taught in local schools, then
went to Panama in the Canal Zone where she taught for 24 years ,
retiring in Scottsboro.

James earned degrees at Auburn University and worked as the
County Agent of Crenshaw County unt i l his untimely death at 52.
He and his family resided in Luverne,Alabama.

John Wi l l contracted osteomyelitis dur ing his sixth y e a r of
school, which lef t h im severely handicapped. At 18, he was able to
resume his education and after completing high school, became
employed wi th the Corps of Engineers in Panama and worked
there for 27-% years, retiring in Fairhope, Alabama.

Leola w a s the first w o m a n to hold office in Jackson County,
when she was elected to be t a x collector, an office she held from
October 1927 to October 1931. Leola also taught school, worked as
secretary for the County Superintendent of Schools from 1917 to
1925 and later worked for the First National Bank, ret ir ing in
1960.

Lent Sherrod and
Mary Jane Stewart Matthews

Lent Sherrod, son of Jeremiah and Jane Williams Matthews
and his wife, Mary Jane, daughter of John and Lucy Stewart, were
both born in Aug. 1839. The couple was married on 22 Sept. 1859
and lived in Franklin County, Tennessee. Lent and Mary Jane had
two children: Cordelia Elizabeth, b. 1860, d. 1884, m. Baxter;
William Jeremiah, b. 1865, d. 1927, m. Lila Johnson, 1891.

Lent joined the Confederate Army during the Civil War, enlist‑
ing at Cowan, Tennessee in Apr. 1861. He was wounded during
the w a r, recovered and returned to duty, and attained the rank of
lieutenant before leaving the military in Mar. 1864.

Named after the thirteenth President of the United States, Mi l ‑
lard Fillmore Matthews, Sr. was born on November 12, 1903, on a
farm near Anderson, Tennessee. He was the s o n of James Oscar
and Lula Ake Matthews, and the oldest of eleven children.

The Matthews family came to America from Dublin, Ireland in
1723, and were pioneer settlers in the Jackson County area. Hav‑

i n g l e f t I re land
because of religious
persecution for being
Catholic, the family
converted to the
Presbyter ian f a i t h
and built one of the
fi r s t churches in
northeast Alabama.
Af ter about eighty
y e a r s , the family
joined the Church of
Christ, and has been
of that bel ief ever
since.

Matthews was the
tenth generat ion of
his family to live in
the Jackson County
area. H is paternal

He was resid‑
ing n e a r Ninety Six, S.C. early in 1776 when he entered the ser ‑
vice of the U.S. and served unt i l 1781. In Ninety Six, S.C., John
McCutchen married Ann (Woodall?) who was born in S.C. in 1758
and died in Alabama 20 June 1822.

1790, died 1853 Jack‑
son County, buried at Longhollow in the Robertson Cemetery,
married Madison County, Al. 1813, Tabitha Caruthers (sister of
Betsy); John Davis McCutchen was born 1792; Joshua McCutchen
was born 1794 married Jane Lamascus; Celia McCutchen married
Richard Riddle; Anne McCutchen born c.

After the death of his first wife, Ann, John McCutchen married
Cassandra Gray in Morgan County, Al. 2 January 1823. The wed‑
ding rites were read by J. Durham,JP.

The U.S. Congress passed a law on 7 June 1832 to provide pen‑
sions for veterans of the Continental Army. John’s pension was
approved 2 January 1834. He died in January 1835 and was
buried in Robertson Cemetery at Longhollow.

Ninety-Six, South Carolina in 1776 w a s a bubbling cauldron of
lawlessness and danger. This a r e a n e a r Greenwood, the “Wi ld
West” of i ts time, teemed wi th thieves and murderers. Acting ou t
of desperation law-abiding citizens, called Regulators, banded
together to protect the i r homes and proper ty and summarily
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“lynched” any bandits they caught - using firs t that t e r m made
famous a century later. Warring bands of Cherokee also raided fre‑
quently in this area, exacting revenge on those who had driven
them from their tr ibal lands. Lastly, the grea t flower of the Ameri‑
can Revolution had fully blossomed here in the form of a civil war,
where neighbor fought neighbor in the name of loyalty to the
Crown or independence.

Restless, bold, and w i t h y o u t h f u l self-confidence, John
McCutchen had moved here looking for the adventure and oppor‑
tuni ty of a soldier's l i fe and by Apri l 1776 had enlisted as a private
in the 3rd S.C. Regiment of the Continental Army. With the I s t
and 2nd Regiments comprised of merchants and planters recruited
from the Charleston area, the S.C. Assembly decreed that this 3rd
Regiment should be filled with sharpshooters and horsemen from
the “backcountry”. Thus formed, they became a mounted infantry
regiment known as the Rangers. Attached to this and other fron‑
t ier uni ts he served unt i l near war’s end, seeing action at Fort
Moultrie, Siege of Savannah, and Fishdam Ford. A m a n of both
strong constitution and will, surviving capture and harsh impris‑
onment by the Br i t i sh as wel l as life-threatening bouts w i t h

malar ia and small‑
p o x , he was a f t e r ‑
wards pensioned for
five y e a r s service
a f t e r advancing to
the rank of Orderly
Sergeant.

After the war he
returned to the back‑
country, and by the
1780’s owned land on
Generostee Creek in
Pend le ton  Coun ty
S.C. He married circa
1786 Ann Woodall,
the daughter of neigh‑

Marker at F i rs t Baptist Church Huntsville bor John Woodall, and
commemoratingfounder John McCutchen. had s i x children;

Wi l l i am Walker,
Joseph Wesley, John Davis, Joshua, Celia, and Anne. He was a pros‑
perous man, owning at one time m o r e than 1,000 acres of land and
registering a cattle brand. He was also a just and honorable man, a
member of the first Petit Jury called by the new County of Pendleton
on 10 May 1790. But most notably, he was a devoutly religious and
caring man, a prominent Baptist elder who helped organizechurches
and schools. Literate and relatively well educated, he w a s elected
messenger to the Bethel (Baptist) Association from Genestie Church
in 1791and 1793, and from BigCreek Church in 1794. In May 1799,
Mountain Creek Church considered having him exercise his gift ( t o
become a lay preacher). He instead chose to serve God as a mission‑
ary, and on 24 November 1803 he sold his 500 acre home place for
$650 and moved the family to East Tennessee, possibly the French
Broad River area around Knoxville. Wherever he resided, it is likely
he was active in promoting Missionary Baptist growth. What is
known nest is that by 1809 he had removed from Tennessee and was
living in the Mississippi Territory in what is now Madison County,
north of Huntsville. On 3 June 1809, he was one of three founding
elders of Enon Church. This church has since grown from an original
membership of twenty to become the 2,800 member First Baptist
Church of Huntsville.

Whether from missionary zeal or economic opportunity he
moved again circa 1813 to Morgan County. He remained there for
the next eleven years, raising an orphaned grandson, becoming a
widower at the death of Ann in 1822, and remarrying Cassandra
Gray in 1823. His final move occurred in 1824 when he settled at
the old Birdsong Place near Sauta, the temporary seat of Jackson
County. He and son Joseph owned some of the finest “bottom land”
in the county at a time when cotton w a s the ma in cash crop. He
spent his final eleven years there where his home, known there‑
after as the “House of Happiness”, was a place of great social gath‑
ering and spiritual festivity.

John McCutchen died 17 January 1835 after a long illness. He is
buried in Robertson Cemetery near Long Hollow- his c u r r e n t
marker being placed during a ceremony in 1931 conducted by the
Tidance Lane Chapter DAR. He is survived by n u m e r o u s progeny
in many states, each proud of their heritage and Jackson County
roots.

Maclin Morris McCutchen was a farmer and he and his family
were Methodists. One land record shows that he bought 40+ acres
of land in Jackson County, Al. 12 May 1852, bounded by land

McCutchen and John
Birdsong. In 1870
M a c l i n M. ’s post
office was
Larkinsville. Maclin
M. McCutchen died
in testa te in March

McFarlen / B r y a n t
Early immigration of the McFarlen’s began in the early 1700’s

from Scotland to Pennsylvania. From Pennsylvania they migrated
to Virginia, Nor th Carolina, Tennessee and by 1830 Joseph and
his wife Lucy Price McFarlen were in Jackson County, Alabama.
Russell Jackson McFarlen grandnephew of Joseph would follow
almost forty years later.

Russell Jackson McFarlen w a s born December 31, 1847 in Cof‑
fee County, Tennessee. He was the son of Anjer Price McFarlen (8 ‑
24-1813 / 3 -18 -1879 ) and Sarah Martha Brewer (12-26-1812 /
3-20-1891).

Russell said when he w a s old enough he would leave Tennessee.
He kept his word, and around 1867 when he was twenty-one he
lef t Tennessee with less thana dollar in his pocket, the clothes on
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h is back and a qui l t h i s sister had made for h im. He c a m e to
Alabama to live w i th his older brother in Paint Rock Valley, in
Jackson County.

Russell’s older brother was Will iam Vann McFarlen, he also had
a sister l iving in Jackson County. Will iam Vann had fought in the
Civil War. He enlisted in Warren County, Tennessee with the 35th
Tennessee Volunteer Infantry. William w a s wounded in battle and
received a medical discharge in 1862. In 1864 Wil l iam married
Mary A. Teal in Warren County, Tennessee, and not long after
moved to Jackson County. Their children were Sarah, Charlie,
Luiza, Mollie and John.

Russell first worked carrying the mail on a mule up Paint Rock
Valley across the mountain to Larkinsville and back the next day.
Dur ing this time he met Nancy Jane Bryant. Nancy was born July
29, 1859 in Jackson County, Alabama. She w a s the daughter of
Robert Til lman Bryant (5-5-1822 / 4-24-1891) and Sarah Elizabeth
Torbet (6-19-1826 / 3-17-1885). Robert and Sarah had six children
James A., Stacey, John Hi l l , Mary, Nancy Jane and Sam Bryant.

Robert and his oldest son James Andrew Bryant were veterans
o f the C i v i l Wa r.
Robert was 41 years
old and James was
18 when in 1863
they enlisted in com ‑
pany H, First Alaba‑
ma Vidette Cavalry,
at Bridgeport, Alaba‑
ma. The Vidette Cav‑
alry was disbanded
in 1864. They then

October 7, 1865. Robert held the rank of master sergeant at the
time of his discharge.

Russell and Nancy were married at Garth, Alabama on January
9, 1876. They made their home n e a r Garth, where Russell was a
farmer. Russell and Nancy raised t e n children. Their children
were Sarah Josephine (12-27-1876 / 5-9-69) m. James Levi Isbell
(5-3-1872 / 11-23-69); Mary Liza (10-31-1878 / 11-2-71) m. Grant
Wilbourn; and later married Macon Williams; Robert Tillman (3 ‑

Eleanor Jane Morringw a s the fourth child born to George Webb
Morring (1793-1874) and Diane Gwathney (1805-1844) in west‑
central Jackson County. “Ellen” w a s born 9 June 1832 and a few
years later moved wi th her family to east-central Madison County
where she met James McGlover and married 11 December 1860.
“Jim” w a s the s o n of James S. Glover and Matilda Green Glover
and the grandson of Benjamin K. Glover Sr., aRevolutionary War
Soldier, and Burkett and Rebecca Green. They resided in Madison
County for a few years and in the 1870s relocated back to Jackson
County and settled in Limrock. They farmed and J im w a s also a
veterinarian surgeon.

Ellen and Jim were the parents of eight children. Arzenetta B.
“Anna” Glover was born in 1862. Ellen Jane “Ella” Glover was born
in 1864.William Edward “Bi l ly” Gloverwas bon in 1868.These first
three were born in Madison County, Alabama. Five m o r e children
w e r e born to this union, who were born in Madison or Jackson
County and al l died young before 1900, names unknown, and likely
were buried in the Glover Cemetery at Limrock.

Ellen died 24 February 1911 and Jim died 9 June 1913, both in
Limrock. They were buried beside each other in the Glover Ceme‑
tery located at Limrock.

Ellen and Jim’s son, William Edward “Bil ly” Glover (1868-1947)
married 17 November 1892 in Limrock to Latisha Lee “Tishie” Moon
(18 September 1871-1940). Tishie, born in Limrock, was the daugh‑
ter of Andrew James Moon and Rebecca Ann Wilhelms Moon, the
maternal granddaughter of A. F. Wilhelms and Sarah Brannum
Wilhelms, and the maternal great-granddaughter of Jacob Wilhelms
and also of Tatton Brannum. Tishie and Billy farmed in Limrock,
where he w a s also a blacksmith and a beekeeper.

Tishie and Billy we re the parents of seven children, all born in
Limrock.

G lenn E. McGuffey Store
The Glenn E. McGuffey Store in Fackler, Alabama, was operat‑

ed by four generations from 1915 unt i l i t was closed August
6, 1996.

The two-story red brick structure was built by Glenn E. “Mutt”
McGuffey’s grandfather, James M. McGuffey in 1915. James M.
McGuffey, (born 4/26/1854 in Dekalb County, Georgia), his wife
Margery Ann (Mi tche l l ) ( b o r n in Georgia), and children Charles
D., Earl (Glenn’s father), William E., Winnie D. (Hess), and Bob L.

(Sanders ) moved to
Fack le r in A p r i l ,
1905. He w a s a m e r ‑
chant i n H e n a g e r
a n d Pisgah before
moving to Fackler.
There w e r e three
McGuffey stores in
Fackler operated by
James M. and two of
his sons, William E.
and Earl, before the
p r e s e n t  t w o - s t o r y

a V ‐ , & br ick bui ld ing w a s

G l e n Mu MeGufey ‘ t n121. James
to a Chattanooga merchant for the brick to build the store which
has double brick 18 inch thick walls. When the store first opened,
it stocked caskets and casket materials in the upstairs par t of the
building. It also housed a popular cafe called “The Sweet Shop”,
which specialized in soups, sandwiches, and other short order
goods r u n by Grace Lewellyn.

Customers would swap poultry and other farm goods for gro‑
ceries. They would weigh the chickens and hens brought in for
trading and place them in a coop located behind the store. Babies
were also frequently weighed on the scales.

Sugar, coffee and crackers were sold from barrels, candy was
sold from jars and tobacco came in plugs. Eggs were $.05 a dozen
and coffee about a nickel a pound. Customers were expected to
grind their o w n coffee.

The store also housed the town’s post office. James M. w a s post‑
master from 1911 unt i l his death in 1934. He was also the post‑
master in Henager and Pisgah before moving to Fackler, and was
one year from ret i r ing as postmaster when he died.

Electricity wasn’t added unt i l Ear l (Glenn’s father) took over the
store after his father’s death, even though it w a s available when
the store w a s bui l t 20 years before because James M. thought the

Seaborn Jones came from Georgia in the early 1800s and settled

at the upper end of Hurricane Creek n e a r New Market in Madison
County. He first married Mary who w a s called Polly. They had
twelve children born from 1827 to 1847. In February 1851Seaborn
married Eleanor “Ellen” M. Yancy Stogsdale widow of James B.
Stogsdale and to them seven children were born.

Seaborn as a stonemason cut many tombstones. He taught the
trade to his firs t s o n Stephen W. Jones as his occupation was
reflected in the 1850 census. Seaborn died February 24, 1867 and
w a s buried in the Jones Cemetery at the upper end of Hurricane
Creek.

William Baldwin Jones, the third son of Seaborn and Ellen, was
born March 20, 1831 in Madison County, Alabama. He married
Elizabeth Ann Snider the daughter of Crusen and Evalin Snyder.
William served as a confederate soldier in the Civi l War. William
and Elizabeth moved across the ridge to Jackson County near
Princeton before 1880.The 1880 Census of Jackson County report ‑
ed Wil l iam as a farmer w i th Elizabeth and six children in the
household.

Charlie Perkins Jones was born to William Baldwin Jones and
wife Elizabeth February 19, 1881 in Jackson County. In the 1910
Census of Jackson County Charlie was age 29 and living in the
household of his brother Hamet Jones, age 33. Also in the house‑
hold was another brother, Allan J. Jones, age 46. Hamet Jones
operated a sawmill in Princeton for many years.

Charlie P. Jones married Miss Bobbie Davis at Princeton, Jack‑
son County, on 4th day of January 1911. Bobbie was born 20 Jan‑
uary 1891. Bobbie was the daughter of William Dan Davis and Ida
Jones. William’s father was Wesley Davis.

Ida was the daughter of George Jones. Charlie P. Jones owned
and operated a general merchandise store near Princeton. His
store ledgers are detailed by enumerating merchandise, prices and
the name ofcustomers from 1906 to 1914.

Mary Jones was the only child of Charlie P. and Bobbie Davis
Jones. She was born 22 October 1911 in Princeton. Mary’s mother
died when Mary was four years of age.

Her death in 1890 is
recorded in the first record book of that church. Catherine was prob‑
ably Catherine Hogan,who was born c.

Moses Maples
Moses Maples was born in Sevier County, Tennessee September

17, 1802 and marr ied May 8, 1820, Catharine Manning, born
December 18, 1905, daughter of Job and Elizabeth Manning.
Moses and five of his brothers, Josiah, Isaac, Peter, John and
William Cordra, J r. brought their families to Woodville in the late
1920s. A l l were shown in the 1830 Jackson County census. Later
their father, William Cordra Maples, Sr., Revolutionary War Sol‑
dier, and other sons, le f t Tennessee to settle in either Jackson
County or nearby Madison County.

When land came into market in 1830, Moses had a preemption
r i gh t and bought 80 acres no r th of Woodville where he and
Catharine lived during their lifetime. Moses continued buying land
unt i l he had accumulated 750 acres of tillable and mountain land,
extending north and northwest of Woodville. Serving as Justice of
Peace for 40 years, he w a s also an Alabama Representative and
Commissioner of Roads and Revenue. Moses bought railroad stock
in 1850 when the survey was begun for the Memphis and
Charleston Railroad through Woodville.

Being born and raised in East Tennessee, Moses was a Republi‑
can and agains t
secession. He took a
bold stand publicly
against secession in
1859, However, in a
speech just previous
to the ordinance of
secession, Moses
said, “I cannot leave
my motherland, con‑
sequently the fate
and fortune of the
South will be mine.”
D u r i n g the C iv i l
War, he was called a

Moses Maples Southerner by some
and a Tory and Lincolnite by others. His cultivated and timber
land was taken by Union troops camping on his land ‐ Missouri
and Wisconsin Infantry units and Ohio and Indiana Cavalry units.
His food crops, hay, fodder, livestock, horses, saddles, cedar and
poplar rails were taken and his mounta in timber and g i n were
razed. General William Sherman’s Army camped on his land two
months as they passed to and from the Battle of Chattanooga in
November 1863 and early 1864, taking whatever they needed.
Being provoked by Rebel soldiers and bushwhackers fir ing on
them from Moses’ cornfield, the Fourth Indiana Cavalry burned
his home and farm houses. Moses w a s also mobbed and severely
wounded in Woodville by local Rebels.

Quilla JamesNichols
Pioneer

Quilla James Nichols w a s one of the Jackson County pioneers
who helped build a new state. He w a s born 13 Dec. 1822, in Jack‑
son Co., the son of Wiley B. Nichols and Celia Hancock. Wiley w a s
from Tennessee and had married Celia in Jackson Co. Alabama.

Celia was the daugh‑
t e r o f John A l l e n
Hancock, bo rn 15
Sep. 1779 in
Frank l in Co. VA ,
and Sarah (Sa l l y )
Ryan, born 9 May
1780, in VA. They
were married 2 Nov
1801, in Franklin Co.

Quilla and some of
his Hancock cousins
migrated to Texas in
the 1840's. There he
married Sarah Theo‑
dosia (Amel ia ) Hi l l

around 1846, in Travis County. Sarah was born 9 Sep. 1834, in
Tuscaloosa Co., AL, the daughter of Middleton Milledge Meade
Hill from Wilkes Co., GA, and Julia Foster Walker from Richmond
Co., GA. Quilla was a subcontractor on the second Texas Capitol
built in 1853. He then won the bid to build the Texas State Land
Office building in 1856.

Texas came into the Union in 1845 and was the only state
allowed to keep i t s public lands. To keep track of the lands it
formed a Land Office Department. The legislature awarded the bid
for a new, fireproof Land Office building to Quilla in 1856, to cost
no more than $40,000. After construction started and architect C.
Conrad Stremme continued to make changes, Quilla went to the
Legislature and asked them what to do. They told him to continue
with the construction and submit two bills; one for the original
contracted amount and a second for the changes. Quilla completed
the b u i l d i n g in 1858 and d i d as instructed. H i s fi r s t b i l l for
$39,780, was paid in 1859, and the second for $10,918 went into
the legislature’s “in-basket”. The impending War for Southern
Independence slowed everything down, so it w a s not un t i l the
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early 1860's that the legislature finally appraised the bui lding and
approved a payment of $6,794. When Quilla asked what cu r rency
he was to be paid in the legislature said, “Confederate money, of
course”. He withdrew his request since the money was already
almost worthless.

‘After the War he presented his case for payment in the state
courts and they told him that this w a s a Legislative matter sothey
had no jurisdiction. He then presented a personal bi l l , called a
memorial, to the legislature in 1881, asking for payment. They
turned him down, saying they had offered him payment once and
he had refused to accept i t . Quilla died on his farm in Travis Coun‑
ty south of Austin on 1 May 1882. On 2 May, the Austin newspa‑
per r a n the following obituary.

“Q.J. Nichols, one of the most prominent farmers of ou r
county, departed th is l i fe at h is plantation, eight miles
southwest of Aust in, on the San Antonio road, Saturday
evening last, in the fifty-eighth year of his age. His name has
been identified with many state enterprises, having been the
contractor for the old capitol, n o w in ruins, and the general
land office building. He served Texas in her early struggles
and in every respect proved himself a good citizen and bene‑
factor to the state. For, several years he had suffered from a
severe injury, but no danger was apprehended unt i l Thurs‑
day night, when his physician Dr. Reagan, was called. On
Friday he sent for his friend Hon. Felix Smith, who found
him in a sinking condition, and soonafter his many relatives
were warned of his dangerous illness, but all that love and
friendship could perform failed to stay the hand of death. He
leaves a large family and m a n y friends, who m o u r n his loss.
The entire community, with the Statesman, condoles wi th
the family in this their great bereavement.”
In 1993 the Land Office building w a s restored at a cost of over

$4,000,000. It n o w serves as a center for visitors to the Texas State

Dr. George E. Nye was born in Dayton, Ohio, June 27, 1874. He

graduated from Grant University and the Chattanooga Medical
School in 1906. He practiced medicine in Jackson County for more
than 50 years.

He came to Hollywood by tra in and began his practice there
soon after graduating from medical school. His mode of travel as a
County doctor was horse and buggy. While in Hollywood, he pur ‑
chased one of the first automobiles in the county. He later lived
and practiced in Sylvania and Section, before moving to Scotts‑
boro. He delivered m o r e than 3,000 babies in homes dur ing his
years of service.

In 1898, Nye enlisted in the Spanish-American w a r. He was
commissioned a lieutenant and assigned to Theodore Roosevelts’
Calvary regiment that was known as the Rough Riders. His ser‑
vice w a s cut short when he w a s stricken with typhoid fever.

He served in the United States Army Medical Corp of the 58th

Infantry Regiment as a Captait
fighting in France. He suffered tl
and was also gassed in the M e u
he would neve r walk again, bu t }
determination to walk.

We were born and grew up on a farm almost in a stone’s-throw
of “Old State Coach Road” and our maternal g t . gt. grandfather,
Henry Derrick and wife, Catherine Branner, migrants from Ger‑
many via Shenandoah County, Virginia, i. e., their ancestors were.

I w a s the “baby” of my small family; w a s always protected by my
brothers ‐ sometime overly so. That’s I in the middle in my white
“rompers”, brother Gladys Rabon on my right with the “Peter-Pan”
collar and brother Robert Leo on my left. Note his protective right
hand on ‘The Baby’s’ r igh t shoulder. He looks “snazzy” in his
“Mama-made” outfit!

Papa Mi l t being a farmer, he had very little time for the politics
of the day. He kept his “hand to the plow”! Mama’s time was spent
making clothes for us and with her rubbing and caressing all the
bumps, cuts, and scratches of we Three Boys.

Carlus Page
Local HistorianLooksBack

This story appeared in the Sunday, January 5, 1997, issue of
The Dai ly Sentinel, Established 1887 ‐ Volume XXIX, Number
994, Page 1-B. Credit for i ts compilation is due Ms. Carmen Wann,
who is a credit to the preservation and dissemination of Jackson
County’s history. Carmen has been writing for the Sentinel for a
long time.

It is wi th her full permission that I submit it here as a “core”
article of Jackson County History.

Some par ts have been omitted, bu t some have been added.
There appears a short “codicil” (words of Stanley Jones ‐ another
great scribe with roots deep in the County) at the end; therefore,
call it an “annotation”, if you like.
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Here is the Story ... Scottsboro historian and genealogist,
Carlus Page said he’s been blest to have seen at least a par t
of every decade of the 20th century ... Page first opened his
eyes to this world on Dec. 1, 1910 and has avidly followed
and, in later years searched and recorded its history for those
generation still to come.

Carlus, a native of Woodville, was the third and last child
born to Miles/Milus Milton Page and Maude Lee Woodall. One
brother died at the age of 89 years. He and his other brother,
Robert Leo, Sr. are both retired from power companies, some‑
thinghe said was the source of brotherly puns for years.

Carlus retired with 37 years service in a career in Public
Health Engineering and Fuel and Water Control wi th the
Tennessee Valley Authority. Robert Leo, who nears his 89th
birthday, retiredafter 40years with the Alabama Power Com‑
pany, a wholly owned subsidiary of The Southern Company,
certainly making both entities competitive in the field of elec‑
tric utilities.

Carlus, who is 86, “going-on-87”, said he and his brother
often remark jokingly about “flipping a coin to see whose t ime
it is to go.” Page, however, puts more stock in the proverbial
saying, “If you want to live a long time, select some old par ‑
ents.” Each of his parents were well past the “proverbial three‑
score-and ten”! H is father, a farmer with a mid-sized farm,
always managed to put food on the table for his family. Their
main money-producingcrop was cotton, and the boys did their
share of helpingou t on the farm as they grew up. But, during
and after the “Great Depression”, other amenities were scant
and harder to come by, Page remembers.

“But I was never ou t of a job,” said Page. “There was always
a fence row or a creek bank to clean off and not with power
tools either.

“Then there were al l the chores, such as milking 2 to 5 cows,
feeding 5 to 10 hungry mules and or horses, a large “crew” of
hogs, some from whence would come our year’s meat supply,
no t to mention how many billions of stove wood and fire wood
T have carried in ... and it best be dry in the box behind the
“Home Comfort-Range” or someone mightjust have to go after
dry wood in his “shirt-tail”. Our “Papa” was never unkind to
us, but he was the best person I ever saw for “regimenting” us
into productive work.

Carlus remembers they worked six days and rested on Sun‑
day to attend Sunday School each Sunday and preaching
each th i rd Sunday at the Methodist Church. “ M y parents
were Methodist , ” said Carlus, “and they were ‘pure
Democrats!...” I mean by that that he might not like a ‘man
on the ticket’ too well, but he’d like him more if he was a
Democrat (a l l the time)”! I recollect, and I am proud it was
that way, that the farm often took precedence over politics,
but never over going to worship God on Sunday.

He and his wife, Elberta (Clark) Page, are members and
regular attendees of The Broad Street Church of Christ.
Page joined The Bridgeport Church of Christ during World
War I I ,where Elberta was then a member.

In a few years the Pages will celebrate 60 years of mar ‑
riage and they have known each other and were sweethearts
from their college days.

Carlus graduated in 1929 from Woodville High School and
his “dad” scraped enough together by sel l ing railroad
crossties cut and hewn from his farm, he recalls, to send him
to The National School of Business in Huntsville. He gradu‑
ated one year later, but there were nojobs to befound.

Once again, his father managed to scrape upa little more
money for Page to attend Florence State Teachers College to
receive a diploma, but not a baccalaureate degree. His educa‑
t i on was supplemented during World War II by the ASTP
program.

Page taught for a few years in Jackson County, but when
the TVA was begun, he took the test for jobs. In those days,
Page said it was hard to p u t “bread on the table” as a teach‑
er. His last teaching position w a s at Hollywood. He worked
for TVA one summer, while school w a s recessed, in 1937.
TVA asked h im to stay on when the summer was up . Page
told them he could not do it for the $4 a day and $2 extra on
Saturdays that they were paying him.

He said he would consider it if they would p u t h im on an
annual salary (about $1,250 per year, the average salary of

Copies of Carlus’ “ In Retrospect”, the weekly column
appearing in “The Sentinel, are available for examination in
bound volumes by years at the Scottsboro Public Library at
1002 South Broad Street.

Page is an avid bicyclist, which may help to contribute to
his longevity of years. Early travelers along Mart in Stret, in
whatever weather, m a y get a glimpse of Page on his bike,
dressed in riding gear. He follows a regular route he has set
out for himself, including circling the courthouse square, to
Market and North Laurel street, re tu rn ing home via the
steep h i k e to the Cumberland Presbyter ian Church to
Bynum Avenue, where he and his wife reside in the home he
and his father bui l t in 1947.

Page’s daily bicycle excursion for about the past 15 years
involves a four-mile trek, which he makes in 18 to 20 min‑
utes, depending on the weather.

“The only time I've been weather-grounded w a s when we
had a snow sodeep I could not pedal”, said Page.

Tm not a racing nor marathon-type rider”, said Page. “I ride
strictly for health”, he continued. He said, “My day is just no t
complete without my simple bike-runbefore breakfast”.

Page’s research indicates his bike runs total about 5,420
miles in the 15years he has beenbiking.

Some words of wisdom with which Page wholeheartedly
agrees were handed down to him by Satchel Paige. This
Southern wisdom simply stated is, “Age is aquestion of mind
over matter, If you don’t mind, ‘h i t doane matter”.

Well, I should be done now. But as you rememberI said in para‑
graph 3 of Page 1, that I would likely write a “codicil” to friend
Carmen’s class article. To keep in the good graces of “Friend and
History Buff, S.Jones”, I just must keep my promise and pen a few
lines on the other half of my Family, Elberta, my wife, that is. So
here goes a few genealogical facts ...

Elberta Clark: She was one of the nine children of John
Berry Clark and Lou Lancaster (Reynolds) Clark. She has an
unusual given/Christian name.

There had been8 girls of the Family of 9 without a boy,
since Benjamin Franklin Clark the first child had been born.
Mother Clark had a brother named Elbert, as well as a
maternal grandfather named Elbert. She was certain she’d
havea little boy; at least she had hoped to. She w a s “dead
set” on naminghim Elbert, for, or after, as we sometimes say
in genealogy, two Family Names in her line. But when it got
here, it wasa little girl! Imaginea little disappointment; you
know what she did, “she just added an “A” to the Elbert and
made it Elberta. Bu t how m a n y people use the “A” ‐ and in
this computerized age we're in today, that “A” jus t wi l l no t
bring up the information for o u r Elberta. We know of only
one other Elberta. A patron of hers had a child and she
named her Elberta.

Elberta, upon finishing high school at Bridgeport High,
enrolled at David Lipscomb College, n o w David Lipscomb
University at Nashville, Tennessee. She had a teacher's cer ‑
tificate after a year of college.

John Franklin Hodges, Jane Ell is’ father w a s Jackson
County Superintendent of Education. He gaveher a school at
Gray’s Chapel. This w a s about as fa r as one could go in
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Alabama up Paint Rock Valley and st i l l stay in Alabama. It
was ( i s ) on the Estill Fork branch of Paint Rock River and
upstream some 5-6 miles. The late Jack Reed’s mother r a n
the post office in her home. She was Mrs. Carey Reed. One is
“ jus t getting started up Estil l Fork when he reaches Pete
Prince’s store!” Elberta tells how it was 81 miles from her
house to I r a Sisk’s house at Grays Chapel; tells how the fam‑
i l y who drove her up there had to leave at daylight in “The
Green Imp”, 1929 “A” Model Ford Sedan, to car ry her to
school and arrive back at Bridgeport at about dark. They'd
make the “trek” again at Christmas to br ing the “School
Marm’” at age 19 and al l of 90 pounds home to spend the hol‑
idays w i th he r b ig happy family. N o t only was it a “ f u r
piece”, but there were no decent roads. Bu t she “stuck it out;
experienced the school house burn ing the first year; helped
build it back, l i teral ly, while ‘holding’ school in a nearby
church, and at the beginning of the n e x t school yea r, the
superintendent told her she had a school much closer home
he could give h e r if she wanted i t , to which she nicely
replied, “No, I think I ' l l just go back to Grays Chapel. I feel
that the ‘kids’ need me”.

She stayed in the teaching business because she loved i t .
She continued her special preparation to teach by earning
the baccalaureate degree, a BS in Education. She subse‑
quently received her advanced degree from George Peabody
College for Teachers, presently, Peabody-Vanderbuilt.

I once asked my “Peaches”, “Dear, how do y o u always
seem to come home from a day’s teaching in a good mood;
never r i l e d over a problem in the classroom n o r ‘bad‑
mouthing’ a child; what is y o u r secret for seemingly always
happy with a day’s work”?

She studied for a moment. Gave a good deal of thought
and then replied in a mos t serious manne r, “Carlus, I’ve
nevertaught or had a child in school that I did not love. And
‘one-can’t teach-a-child-if he does-not-love it”! Amost compli‑
mentary answer to my question.

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I don’t think I could be called an alumnus of the Academy, but
certainly a former student, you see I did no t graduate. When my
older sister,Allie finished and went away to Athens School, I got so
homesick out there by myself that I just quit. I wrote Mama and
Uncle Henry and told them to br ing “Ole Gray” and car ry me
home.

Now,about electricity ...We knew not much about electric lights
in those early days. The first I remember of electric lights was
when I was a small child and would goto Huntsville on the tra in to
get clothes and would see the electric lights around the depot. Of
course, the trains had electric lights that were furnished by their
own generators. Electricity as such did not come to Woodville unti l
about 1927,or 1928.

The first line was built by the Alabama Power Company. One of
my sons, R.L., went to work for the power company at this time
and has worked for the company constantly since that time. Of
course when TVA came by, went South with the company and has
been there ever since.

Some of the villagers at Woodville hada type of electric lights,
real early, that we re called “Carbide” systems, but for the most
par t o u r main source of lights was coal oil lamps, but we had the
best. We had a lamp (three or four in fact) called an Aladdin lamp.
It gave a splendid light. It was a mantle type light. Then the gas
and the air type light that also used a mantle came along. We had
two or three of these.

I remember if we were havinga play or a ball game at the vil‑
lage school at Woodville, we would also carry o u r lamps for light‑
i n g the auditorium or gym. Can you imagine hanging a mantle
lamp up in a gym and having a basket ball h i t it? It would always
break up the game unti l you could burn offanother mantle.

But with all these inconveniences we were happy and content to
make the best of what we had. I know the secret of a full self-satis‑
fying life was the fact that we had a deep faith in God and felt that
we had to instil l this into our children. My advice to young people
now, and that may come later is to concentrate not so much on
“hair styles”, (that’s your business), but rather concentrate on get‑
ting agood education and keepyour faith in God .... Andif you don’t
have any, study your Bible and get you some. It will help you grow
old a little more gentle.

(Peek) Paradise was born May 3, 1921 at Aspel, in the Sauta Bot‑
toms of Jackson County, Alabama. He married Mary Lou Sisk
March 31, 1941. Mary Lou was born March 27, 1920 in Princeton
Alabama, also in Jackson County. David Clay Jr., passed away
August 11, 1992, at home.

As a young man Clay worked on the farm with his parents at Sky‑
line Farms on Cumberland mountain. The family had come from the
Sauta Bottoms to Skyline when the federal government begana pro‑
ject to help out of work farm families become self sufficient. The fam‑
ilies were allowed to help build homes for 200 homesteaders. The

David Clay J r. and Mary Lou bought their own land and also
built their home, where M a r y Lou st i l l lives today. The two of
them were always together. They enjoyed beingjus t a family. Clay
worked in the hosiery mi l l at Skyline and also worked at their sis‑
te r plant in Rossville, Georgia. He drove a freight truck for a while
too for Hall Motors ou t of Huntsville, Alabama. The m a n was a
real honest to goodness Jack of all trades. He could build and
repair anything he wanted to.

Clay was always pulling pranks on everyone he liked. You just
expected something to happen when you saw him coming. He had
a friend whom he shared just about everything with Mr. Walker

Alvie married Luci l le Hamic and moved to Harvey, Ill inois,
where they lived and worked for 30 years. Jessie and Arthur went
there about 1942 where Jessie worked for several months at the
Buda Company. He didn’t l ike the area and returned to Hytop.

Arthur marr ied Polly Arnold. He farmed and worked as a
carpenter.

Ruby married Chesley Brown.
Alice married Vernon (Babe) Clark. They moved to Indiana for

awhile bu t didn’t l ike the area. They came back on the bus and
resettled in Hytop, about a mile away from “Papa Jesse” and Kate.

Alice became very i l l ear ly in a pregnancy, and Papa Jesse
walked 26 miles to Scottsboro to summon Dr. Julian Hodges. They
returned in Dr. Hodges’ car. It turned out that Alice had measles
but no rash. Alice had exposed Jessie’s nephew’s family and they
al l came down with measles. It was wintertime and Jessie shov‑
eled a path to Albert's house so that he could take care of them
during the illness. Luckily, Alice’ baby arrived in good health!

Jessie w a s a good m a n and could be counted on to help anyone
in need.

Kate w a s admitted to a nursing home in Scottsboro and Jessie
visited her very regularly. After she died in 1983,Jessie continued
his daily drive to Scottsboro and usually had coffee at the Variety
Bake Shop, then went to the courthouse where he said “ i t was my
job” to carry water ( t o make coffee) for the blind fellow who r a n the
concession and then to the hospital and or nursing home to visit
friends.

After lunch, he drove back home. This was his routine until
about three weeks before he died on September 4, 1989 at age 94.

Will iam Thomas Phi l l ips
Wil l iam Thomas Phillips w a s born 11-5-1916, in the Center‑

point Community just north of Scottsboro, AL. He was the fourth
child born to George Washington and Maggie Lee TowersPhillips.
His older siblings were Stella, Allie, and Homer, the younger chil‑
dren were Fred, Maybelle, Helen, King, Ruth, and Hugh. There
were ten children born during a span of 20 years and all grew to
adults. Hugh was killed during the Korean War at the age of2 1 ,

William tells many stories of his growing years with siblings,
relatives, and neighbor children. It was a time when no one had to
lock a door, and the door was always open to anyone who passed
by. Hardly a meal passed without someone outside of the family
being at the table. It was just the usual thing for someone to spend
the night, or even for some of the family to move in for a while if
they were in need of a place to stay. If someone happened to be
traveling by when nighttime came, they were always welcome to
spend the night. He tells of being awakened one cold winter night
by someone knocking on the door. His father answered and a man
entered in a heavy overcoat. He had a long beard that was iced
over and he looked like he was almost frozen. George built a big
fire for him and he sat in a chair in front of the fire the rest of the
night. William doesn’t remember the man’s name, but it was a
sight that he would never forget.

When he was young, they often bathed in the local ponds when
the weather was suitable. There w a s a pond in the pasture about
100 yds. behind the house. One day three of his brothers and a
neighbor boy decided to go for a bath and they took along their
clean clothes. They undressed, spread their clean clothes out for
quick dressing and dived into the pond. While they were bathing,
two of their sisters and two of the neighbor's sisters slipped down
to the pond and took al l of their clothes back to the house. While
the girls were fleeing the scene, they dropped one of the older boy’s
shirts. When the boys got out to dress, they found al l of their
clothes had vanished. They found the dropped shirt and realized
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what had happened.
They made the
youngest boy p u t the
shirt onand goto the
house f o r help. He
went home hold ing
t h e s h i r t t o g e t h e r
between his legs and
g o t h i s daddy to
make the g i r l s
return the r e s t of the
clothes.

There was a pond
about h a l f of a mile
from their home that

was known as the “round hole.” The local belief was that it was
bottomless and flowed underground into the ocean. They believed
this because, it was so deep they could not find the bottom while
diving. They tell of someone who let his wagon roll into thepond
and it was never found.

They decided to seine the fish from the pond and they needed to
remove the logs. They used a “stump puller,” which was a type of
mule operated winch to accomplish the task. They then sawed the
logs for firewood. These logs were as solid asif they had been fresh
cu t even though they had been in the water for years. Neighbors
gathered from throughout the community to seine and share the
fish. There were al l types of fish in the pond, catfish, bass, bream,
crappie, and others. They piled the fish up on the bank and one
m a n stood with his back to the pile and called out family names as
another man would hold up each fish. After it w a s over, they might
swap fish. They did it this way so everything would be fair and no
one would get their feelings hurt.

They were told that amermaid made her home in this pond. She
had made her w a y
there underground
from the ocean. You
were supposed to be
able to hear her cry‑
ing at night, because
she was lonely f o r
others of he r kind.
Wi l l iam says that
they never found a
mermaid in the n e t
while they were sein‑
i ng , bu t one of his
sisters-in-law always
said she had heard
her. ( T h e woods were
full of owls.)

. Times were hard
. . . a y y : during those years,Sybil Reed Phi l l ips wife of William T. bu t they also had

loads of fun and
learned a lot of lessons to take them through life. He learned the
lessons of honesty, compassion, hard work, and the importance of
God and family. He lives by these principles every day. He and his
wife, Sybil, worked hard to provide a living for their family and to
teach them the things that really mattered in life. Two of his
favorite sayings are, “plain talk is easy to understand,” and “ i f you
have to ask y o u r s e l fif something is right or wrong, more than like‑
ly it’s wrong and you had better not do it .”

William Thomas Phillips married Sybil Irene Reed on 11-20‑
1937. She was born 11-25-1918 and died 1-17-1976. She was the
daughter of Pierce William and May Etta Hancock Reed.

They were among the first members of the Baptist Church on
Paint Rock River and Larkin Fork. John Prince was elected a dea‑
con in 1824 and served until his death about 1828-29. John and
Nancy are known to be the parents of the following children: Rev.
Elisha, Mart in H., Thomas R., Mark, and Owen Prince. John and
Nancy are thought to be the parents of Peter Prince and Mary A.

Jeremiah Alexander Proc tor
Jeremiah Proctor (1777-1839) was born in Albemarle County,

Virginia. He married Jane Davis in 1806 in Garrard County, Ken‑
tucky. Jane w a s the daughter of William Davis (1753-1848), a vet‑
eran of the Revolutionary War, serving under General Lafayette.
He enlisted in 1776 and served several tours of duty. When he
applied for a pension he w a s living in Maynard’s Cove in Jackson
County. He lived to a ripe old age of 95. He has a tombstone in the
Proctor Cemetery and also a marker at Cedar H i l l p u t there by the
D A R .

Jeremiah had migrated from Virginia to Kentucky and on to
Lincoln County Tennessee. He served for six months during the
War of 1812 from September 15, 1814, to March 15, 1815, in the
company of Captain Will iam Sutton’s Regiment of Tennessee Mil i‑
t ia with Colonel Metcalf and General William Carroll’s 2nd Divi‑
sion asa private.

In 1818 the Jeremiah Proctor family, along with the Wil l iam
Holland and Thomas Gold families left Lincoln County, Tennessee.
Descending the Cumberland Plateau, they squatted on territorial
lands that were later purchased at Bellefonte or Huntsville in the
1830s. They settled in the head of Maynard's Cove and built their
homes, using logs from the forest and limestone from the moun‑
tains for the chimneys. They cleared land and began farming the
rich soil. Deer and turkey were plentiful; there were lots of chest‑
nuts, walnuts, hickory nuts and al l sorts of berries for the taking.
These pioneer families remained in place through the antebellum
period and on into the 20th century. Some of their land is s t i l l
owned by descendants of these families.

Jeremiah and Jane had eight children. Jane received a letter
from one of her sons who wrote to her from Fayetteville, Arkansas,
“May 27, 1844. Dear Mother and Frinds, With pleasure I take this
oppertunity to wright you a few lines. Thise will inform you that I
enjoy good health and have nothingstrange to communicate moare
than what you have heard before you receive this letter. I wrote
brother Gage and thar I gave him the sad inteligence of the
untimely death of my good Brother William D. We had only been
home one week before his death. He was endeavouring to cross a
river in a skift, but hecould not manage it and he was caried over
a mill dam and was drowned. We did not find his body until the
next day.” He goes on to say that he would like to see his grandfa‑
ther ( W i l l i a m Davis) once more and ends the letter with “Yours
truly, Robert T. Procter.” The letter was addressed to Mrs. Jane
Procter, Jackson County, Alabama, Cuba Post Office. Robert Tin‑
ker didn’t stay in Arkansas but returned to Jackson County to live.
Jeremiah and Jane were buried in Maynard’s Cove. Their tomb‑
stones are in Cedar Hi l l Cemetery put there by the D.A.R. Submit‑

R.W. and Sadie had eleven children. First was Lawrence who
was a farmer like his father. Next was Ina who was Mother’s
helper. She died of tuberculosis at the young age of twenty-seven.
Born in 1905, Nola taught school in Jackson County for forty-five
years. Irene w a s a homemaker. Next came Robert who was an
accountant. He had served with the Second Armored Division in
Africa and Europe during WWII. S.Q. was a Cumberland Presby‑
terian minister in Texas for over sixty years. Mary Elizabeth was
born and died in 1913. Their next child w a s a daughter who was
born and died in 1915. Paul, born the following year, was a farmer
and mi l l worker. Then there w a s Marjorie who w a s a homemaker.
Their last child, Walter, w a s born in 1922. He served in the 104th
Infantry Division in Europe during WWII and was a lineman and
foreman with the TVA for 38 years. His story is also in this book.

Sadie had a severe stroke and died in 1928. Two years later
R.W. married Bertha Precise, also of Maynard’s Cove. They had
six children as follows: Mary, Mildred, Bil ly Jack, Raymond, Ruby,
and Canna. R.W. died at his home in Maynard’s Cove on March 8,
1945. He was buried next to Sadie in the family cemetery, near the
old homeplace. Bertha lived in the old house until her death in
1989, when she too was laid to rest next to her husband. Several of
R.W. and Sadie’s children are also buried in the Proctor Cemetery.
R.W. never lived in a house with electricity and died not knowing
if his sons Robertand Walter would survive WWII.

At this writing, only Marjorie and Walter of R.W. and Sadie’s
family are living.All of his children by Bertha are still alive. If you
would like more information on the Proctor family, check out the
Founding Fathers book at the Jackson County Heritage Center in
Scottsboro.

The tranquil setting of Maynard’s Cove, Alabama was the home

of our parents, Robert Walter Proctor and Bertha Robert Precise
Proctor. The exact date the house was built is unknown, but the
chimney was built by slaves. It was a self-sustaining farm with
three rental houses, i ts own sorghum mill, black smith shop, gin,
smoke house, a rock house ( f o r canned vegetables), garage, barn,
fruit orchard, etc. There w a s even a post office on the property
with a slot in the door to deposit mail.

Our dad passed away in March, 1945, leaving our mother with a
400 plus acre farm on which to raise six children, ages ten months
to twelve years. A l l of us worked wi th o u r mother, raising crops, a
garden and various farm animals.

Many happy memories sustain us to this day ... ‐ coming home
from school and hearing the sounds of l i t t le baby chicks that had
jus t arrived in the mail; ‐ ordering items from the “rolling store”
operated by M r. Joe Chandler; ‐ picking the coldest day of the
y e a r for hog ki l l ing time, curing hams and bacon and sharing the
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fresh meat with neighbors, and o u r mother making lard and lye
soap in a big black pot; ‐ attending a 3-room school and arr iv ing
early to build fires in the old pot belly stoves, and priming the
pumps to get buckets of fresh wa te r to drink; ‐ attending the
Methodist Church and the a l l day singing and dinner on the
ground; ‐ driving the cows up from the pasture for milking and
then filling up the big milk cans which were pickedup by the milk
: truck; ‐ anxiously

a w a i t i n g the m a i l
m a n , Mr. Michaels,
who always had a
smile a n d _ k ind
words f o r u s ; ‑
chopping and picking
cotton alongside our
mother with the joy
o f  k n o w i n g  t h a t
when we p icked a

Everyone w a s welcome and there w a s always enough
food for all; ‐ walking three miles to the store to exchange coke
bottles or eggs for candy and sodas; ‐ ordering o u r school clothes
from Spiegel’s and the Sears and Roebuck catalogs each Fall and
Spring and also wearing outfits s e w n from flour and feed sacks; ‑
listening for approaching vehicles and knowing company was like‑
ly since our home was n e a r the end of the road.

Four of the six children st i l l live in the Jackson County area:
Mary Lou Bynum, Mildred Sue Burgess, Bi l ly Jack Proctor and
Raymond Proctor. Canna Mae Brown lives in Cleveland, TN, and
Ruby Lee Dozier lives in Auburn, AL.

Walter Franklin Proctor was born June 24, 1922, the eleventh

child of Robert Walter and Sarah Jane “Sadie” Cornelison Proctor.
Sadie was the daughter of Thomas Goodman and Eliza Fredonia
Anderson Cornelison. Walter attended Scottsboro City School and
graduated from Jackson County High School in 1940. In 1935
when he was 13years old, his father bought the old Proctor home‑
place in Maynard’s Cove. Walter’s grandfather, Robert Franklin
built the house in the 1860s after serving in the ConfederateArmy
during the Civil War. Walter rode the school bus over rough roads
11 miles to Scottsboro. Sometimes the road was impassable in the
winter. He worked with his father on the farm until World War I I .
He waited until he was drafted to enter the service in November
1942. After extensive training in Oregon, California, Nevada, and
Colorado, he landed in France in September 1944. He saw action
with the 104th “Timberwolf” Infantry Division in Holland, Bel‑
gium, and Germany. Among the medals he earned were the
Bronze Star and three major battle stars. After the European
Campaign ended, he was shipped back to the United States to be
deployed with the forces invading the Japanese homeland. But the
war ended, and he w a s discharged in November 1945. He attained
the rank of Sergeant. Walter began working for T.V.A. in 1946 and
retired after 38 years as a lineman and lineman foreman. Walter
married Myra Opal Bellomy. B. 11-10-30, a daughter of Samuel
Jackson “Sam” and Lena H i l l Bellomy on 02-26-50.

UncleWalter And The Scopes Tr i a l
Related By Herbert Raulston,Sr.

Walter Raulston (1907-1987) was the son of Robert Simmons
Raulston. Walter, the fifth child in the family, was a born enter‑
tainer. He could mimic people and entertain a group with his
antics and stories he would weave. He always hada tale to relate.
In later life, he was a noted local historian with folk lore woven
into the history he related.
Walter’s father, Robert (Bob), was the first cousin of Judge John

T. Raulston who presided over the famous “Scopes Trial” inDayton,
Tennessee. Walter's family was well acquainted with the judge and
the trial. The following story is one that relates the circumstances
that causedWalter to fall into the judge’s displeasure.
My father, Ed Raulston, was a saw miller who did a lot of haul‑

ing in and through Marion County, Tennessee. He told this story
about the time he and his younger brother, Walter ( i n early twen‑
t i e s ) stopped at some restaurant - tavern where the proprietor
called Walter aside and gave him a drink of liquor. Dad thought it
strange and said it wasn’t long before he had given Walter a second
drink. It was at this point the proprietor tells my dad that he isget‑
t ing Walter ready to entertain three or four lawyers who were in a
back room. It was said that Walter could speak in the tone of John
T.’s voice, charging the ju r y using scriptural quotes as the judge
had done. The lawyers, who were familiar with the judge, thought
this was hilarious and were broken up with laughter. The story

He supported his
family by farming, as a carpenter, by runninga store, and as a
miller.

P. W. Reed, as he was known by most people, owned and operat‑
ed a grist mi l l in Scottsboro, AL for many years. He ground corn
into corn meal and wheat into flour for individuals. He also ground
corn and wheat into chicken and hog feed. People would br ing
their gr is t (grain to be ground) to him in sacks, or in wagon loads,
if it was for feed. Some arrived walking, carrying the sacks across
their shoulder, some driving various forms of horse drawn contrap‑
tions or motor vehicles. He would weigh the corn and write down
the weight. He had small pieces of leather - two with the same
number- on large safety pins. He would take one number from the
pin and give it to the customer and pin the other to the sack of
grain. The customers could then go about other business while the
corn was being ground. When they returned to claim their corn
meal, they presented the numbered leather and it was matched to
the number on the sack. There were usually a number of sacks
wait ing to be claimed, especially on Saturday when most of the
farmers came to town. The grain w a s poured in to a large hopper
on top of the mill, it then poured down onto two 32 inch millstones
that we re sitting upright and was ground into c o r n meal or flour.
There w a s a hopper wi th a gauge on the side of the mill, where
vitamins were added to the meal as it w a s ground. This gauge as
well as the scales were inspected regularly by the government. The
meal came out of a chute and into a wooden box. He would stand
by the box and rub the corn meal between his calloused fingers to
make sure the texture was right. He then put the corn meal back
into the sack that the corn came in and weighed it to make sure
the customer got back the correct amount. He would take a certain
percentage of the weight for his service or the customer could pay
for the service. He packaged his percentage into peck bags and
sold it to individuals or to the merchants around town for resale.
The mill was located on the west side of town on Caldwell Street,
just north of where Fire Station #1 is located in 1997. He operated
