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Feb 5, 1931 PA: Newspaper
recognizing schools with high attendance percentages. Bird Hill reported 88%.

Oct 17, 1940 PA: At the program for the Jackson County Council of Colored Parents and
Teacher, Sid Barclay was recognized as president of Bird Hill and reported for his school.

Nov 28, 1940 PA: Attendance Report for Jackson County Schools says that 20 students are
registered for Bird Hill School, but the average daily attendance is 13.

Oct 22, 1942 PA: Bird Hill School collected 668 pounds of scrap for the war effort.
Apr 6, 1944 PA: Typhoid vaccination clinic at Bird Hill.

Dec 14, 1944 PA: Students from Bird Hill school volunteered as part of the Junior Red Cross
to help with the war effort.
